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SUBJECT:  
Physician Leader Availability
POLICY STATEMENT:
A member of the Medical Executive Committee (MEC) shall be available at all times through the hierarchy of the Medical Staff.

RULES:
1. The MEC member shall act as a liaison only, to facilitate communication between the Medical Staff and nursing or other hospital personnel.

2. The responsibility for contacting an MEC member shall reside with the Nurse Manager during the day, the house supervisor after hours, and shall only be utilized by nursing personnel when working up through the nursing chain of command.

3. Hierarchy of the Medical Staff shall mean: (i) Chief of Staff; (ii) Vice Chief of Staff: (iii) Department Chair who is available (start with  Medicine in even-numbered years and Surgery in odd-numbered years; (iv), Department Vice Chair who is available in the absence of both Department Chairs (start with  Medicine in even-numbered years and Surgery in odd-numbered years; (v), Department Member At Large who is available in the absence of both Department and both Department Vice Chairs (start with Medicine in even-numbered years and Surgery in odd-numbered years; (vi) Credentials Committee Chair; (vii)Vice President Medical Staff; (viii) or the designee appointed by the Chief of Staff, or other designee in the order of applicability.
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
