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SUBJECT:  
Inappropriate Language in Medical Records
POLICY STATEMENT:
Only statements relevant to the clinical management of the patient should be included in the medical record. 

RULES:


1. Inappropriate language and/or derogatory comments about patients, hospital employees or members of the Medical Staff will be deleted at the time of transcription by the Health Information Services Department.

2. Material dictated/written that is deleted in this manner will be reviewed by the Vice President, Medical Staff rather than non-clinical personnel, and followed up appropriately.

A copy of the dictated/written material to be deleted will be forwarded from the Health Information Services Department to the Medical Staff Office for inclusion in the practitioner's profile.
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
