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Update 0 Hendrick Information Network (HIN)

Per physician request, the Doctor Census portion of HIN now gives
physicians the ability to remove patients directly from the Doctor
Census by moving the mouse over the Patient's Name and clicking
on the "Remove Patient from Census" link. Subsequent messages
from the Admitting system may cause the patient to reappear on the
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Admissions and having the doctor number removed from the visit if
not valid for the visit.

Also physicians now have an "Authorized Users" button on the top
portion of the HIN webpage that allows users to view all the HIN
users that have access to view their patients. If there is a user on thi
list who should not have access to your patients, clicking the
"Remove Access" button will send an email to 1S notifying them of
your wish to have that user removed from your list of "Authorized
Users".
