BNP vs BMP

In order to eliminate the possibility of hearing 

a verbal order incorrectly, a change is being 

made to the short name of the test B-type 

natriuretic peptide. Rather than using BNP 

for this test, which can be misheard as BMP, 

please use BNAP instead. This should stop 

the possibility of misunderstanding what test 

should be done due to the sound-alike 

properties of BMP and BNP.

HHS announces EHR 

demonstration for physicians

Health and Human Services Secretary Mike 

Leavitt today announced a five-year 

demonstration project that will encourage 

small to medium-sized physician practices to 

adopt electronic health records. The Centers 

for Medicare & Medicaid Services 

demonstration will be open to 1,200 

physician practices beginning next spring. 

The program will provide financial 

incentives to physician groups using certified 

EHRs to meet certain clinical quality 

measures. HHS said an annual bonus will be 

provided based on the practiceôs score on a 

survey assessing the EHR functions it uses to 

support care delivery. CMS Acting 

Administrator Kerry Weems said the agency 

is asking private insurers to offer similar 

incentives.
