Urine infections represent the largest number of Hospital 

Associated Infections (HAIs) identified in the Hendrick system. 40-

50% of all HAIs identified are from the urine. More importantly, 

this means about 5% of all our patients develop a UTI while in our 

care.

UTIs are a real threat both to the patient and to our institution. 

Besides the obvious adverse consequences to the patient, UTIs also 

incur excess cost and length of stay. The average DRG adjusted 

loss per patient with a UTI is $3,646 and an increased DRG 

adjusted LOS of 3.43. 

Because of the impact of this HAI, we are dedicated to finding 

ways to improve patient care and reduce our rate of UTIs in 2007. 

Efforts in education and processes are already underway with 

hospital staff. Additionally we are seeking cooperation from the 

Medical staff to eliminate unnecessary or excessive Foley catheter 

use.
